U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
CDC Environmental Health and Injury Prevention ($335 million, an increase of $4,359,000 above the FY 2009 Omnibus). The Environmental Health and Injury Prevention budget supports critical management and coordination functions for environmental health and injury prevention science, program, and policy, including public health programs in areas such as asthma control, lead poisoning prevention, refugee health, laboratory activities, child passenger safety, and violence prevention. 
CDC‘s FY 2010 request includes: 
$148,615,000 for Injury Prevention and Control, an increase of $3,373,000 above the FY 2009 Omnibus. Funds will be used to:

· Enhance efforts to develop, implement, and evaluate a comprehensive program to prevent teen dating violence in high-risk urban communities (with non-pay increase).

· Sustain and enhance Center priority areas, including: older adult fall prevention, residential fire prevention, teen driving safety, traumatic brain injury, child maltreatment prevention, youth violence prevention, domestic and sexual violence prevention, rape prevention and education, intimate partner violence, suicide prevention, and the National Violent Death Reporting System (NVDRS). 

$186,401,000 for Environmental Health. Funds will be used to:

· Eliminate childhood lead poisoning.

· Improve laboratory methods and increase laboratory and other environmental health capacity at state and local levels.

· Develop and expand environmental public health tracking.

· Support priority health actions for climate change in research and surveillance, communication and education, national capacity building, and partnership development.

· Develop and disseminate information on environmental health hazards and best practices on how to prevent or mitigate potential health effects.

· Educate and train the environmental health workforce, partners, and the public on environmental health issues.

· Respond to local, state, national, and international environmental health emergencies and requests for technical assistance.
The specific requested allocations are as follows: 

Environmental Health Laboratory ($42,962,000). CDC will provide technical assistance to States in biomonitoring, measure 273 environmental chemicals and nutritional indicators in the U.S. population, certify 974 clinical laboratories to conduct specific tests, and develop nine new or improved methods for measuring environmental chemicals in people. 
Environmental Public Health Tracking Program ($31,309,000). The program provides support for state and local public health agencies, academic institutions, and other partners to engage in activities designed to help the program develop and integrate a national health and environmental data network so that the impact of environmental hazards on public health can be better understood. 
Healthy Housing/Lead Poisoning Prevention Program ($34,805,000). The program will provide funding to 40 state and local lead programs to continue their efforts to eliminate elevated blood lead levels in affected infants and young children. Programs funded by CDC will engage in activities such as screening and ensuring treatment for at-risk and lead-poisoned infants and children respectively, and working with traditional and non-traditional partners to advance lead-poisoning prevention efforts.
Asthma Program ($30,924,000). These funds will support the continued development and implementation of asthma control plans and increased use of asthma management plans in affected populations in 35 states, localities, and territories. The program will also support education and training, surveillance data collection, and the participation of funded states in the Asthma Callback Survey. The program has developed a new performance measure that will track the proportion of people with asthma who report they have received self-management education and/or training for asthma, a measure the program will begin using in FY 2010. First-year trend data for the measure will be collected in FY 2009.
President Obama has also proposed a nurse home visitation program that would send nurses to the homes of low-income, first-time mothers to help them with prenatal and infant care. The proposed program was inspired by the successful, Colorado-based Nurse Family Partnership Program that supports nurse home visitations for expectant mothers in 28 states. Obama’s proposed program would cost $8.6 billion over 10 years and would require 30,000 nurses to provide services to as many as 570,000 first-time mothers each year. 
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
Lead Program – Categorical Grant Program ($14.6 million) requested in FY2010, up $1 million from FY2009 enacted levels. This program is to implement the lead-based paint activities in the Training and Certification program through EPA-authorized state, territorial and Tribal programs and, in areas without authorization, through direct implementation by the Agency. Activities conducted as part of this program include issuing grants for the training and certification of individuals and firms engaged in lead-based paint abatement and inspection activities and the accreditation of qualified training providers.
Lead Risk Reduction Program ($14.4 million) requested for FY2010, up $515,000 from FY2009 enacted levels. The President’s request includes $290,000 (of the $515K increase) for an expanded outreach effort to increase awareness of requirements promulgated in FY 2008 pertaining to new lead-safe renovation, repair and painting practices, which take effect in April 2010.
The Agency will continue to provide education and outreach to the public on the hazards of lead contaminated paint, dust, and soil, with particular emphasis on low-income communities in support of the program’s goal to reduce disparities in blood lead levels between low-income children and other children. The program also will implement existing lead hazard reduction regulations and provide technical and policy assistance to states, tribes, and other Federal agencies. EPA will continue these efforts as work progresses on eliminating childhood lead poisoning as a public health concern by FY 2010. In addition, EPA will continue to provide support to the National Lead Information Center (NLIC) to disseminate information to the public through a telephone hotline and in electronic form.
Reduce Risks to Indoor Air and Radon Programs

The Indoor Air Program characterizes the risks of indoor air pollutants to human health, develops techniques for reducing those risks, and educates the public about those techniques and other actions they can take to reduce their risks from indoor air. Through voluntary partnerships with non-governmental and professional organizations, EPA educates and encourages individuals, schools, industry, the health-care community, and others to take action to reduce health risks in indoor environments using a variety of approaches, including national public awareness and media campaigns, as well as community-based outreach and education. EPA also uses technology-transfer to improve the design, operation, and maintenance of buildings – including schools, homes, and workplaces – to promote healthier indoor air. EPA also carries out a national radon program that encourages and facilitates voluntary national, regional, state, and Tribal programs and activities that support initiatives targeted to radon testing and mitigation, as well as to radon resistant new construction. EPA’s indoor environments program is funded by three appropriations: Science and Technology (S&T), Environmental Program Management (EPM), and State Indoor Radon Grants (SIRG). S&T funds EPA’s work with its two national laboratories. EPM funds its national work and work in the regions, including staff involved in grant-making. SIRG funds the work that state, local, and tribal organizations carry out. The amounts shown below include the totals for Indoor Air and Radon for all three appropriations. 
Indoor Air: $21,808,000
Radon: $14,072,000
Total Indoor Environments: $35,880,000
U.S. Department of Labor
Training and Employment Services - Green Jobs ($50 million). These funds will support research, labor exchange, and job training projects that help prepare workers for careers related to renewable energy and energy efficiency. Workforce Investment Act (WIA) is the primary authorization for this appropriation account. The Act is intended to revitalize the nation's job training system to provide workers with the information, advice, job search assistance, and training they need to get and keep good jobs, and to provide employers with skilled workers. Funds appropriated for this account generally are available on a July to June program-year basis, and substantial advance appropriation amounts are provided ($28 Million to count against the 2010 fiscal year).
The $50 Million adds to the $500 Million in competitive grants in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act for green job training. Although eligible entities are not specified in the appropriation, they likely include nonprofits and state and local government entities, including the various partnerships described in section 171(e)(2)(B) of WIA. The funds can be used for activities that prepare workers for careers in the following energy efficiency and renewable energy industries, including:

· Energy-efficient building, construction, and retrofit industries;

· Renewable electric power industry;

· Energy efficient and advanced drive train vehicle industry;

· Biofuels industry;

· Deconstruction and materials use industries;

· Energy efficiency assessment industry serving the residential, commercial, or industrial sectors; 

· Manufacturers that produce sustainable products using environmentally sustainable processes and materials.

YouthBuild activities ($114 million). A portion of the funds are expected to support the Green Initiative of YouthBuild USA. The Green Initiative will train participants for jobs building energy efficient buildings with sustainable materials. This program builds on the traditional YouthBuild model, a 9- to 24-month, full-time program that combines training in construction trade skills, with time in the classroom working towards a GED or high school diploma, youth leadership, and civic engagement skills-building.

U.S. Department of Energy 
Weatherization and Intergovernmental Activities ($301 million). The Weatherization and Intergovernmental Activities Program supports clean energy deployment in partnership with state, local, U.S. Territory, and Tribal governments. The State Energy Program provides technical and financial resources to states to help them address issues in utility, renewable energy, and building code policies. Funding also supports energy efficiency and renewable energy projects that meet local needs. The Tribal Energy Program supports feasibility assessments and development of implementation plans for clean energy projects on Tribal lands. The Weatherization Assistance Program lowers energy use and costs for low-income families by supporting energy efficient home retrofits through state-managed networks of local weatherization providers. DOE distributes funds to states, territories, and some tribes using an existing allocation formula. States then fund Community Action Agencies and other public or nonprofit entities to implement the program. States give preference to current subgrantees (as long as they run effective programs).
Building Technologies ($238 million). In partnership with the buildings industry, the program develops, promotes, and integrates energy technologies and practices to make buildings more efficient and affordable. The Building Technologies Program accelerates the availability of highly efficient building technologies and practices through research and development, increases the minimum efficiency of buildings and equipment through the promotion of model building efficiency codes and the promulgation of national lighting and appliance standards, and encourages the use of energy-efficient and renewable energy technologies and practices in residential and commercial buildings through activities such as the Solar Decathlon, ENERGY STAR partnership with EPA, and the Builders Challenge.
Department of Agriculture

$34.4 million for Section 504 Housing Repair Loans 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)
The FY 2010 gross budget request for the Department is $46.334 billion, a 10.8 percent increase over FY 2009 enacted levels.
Office of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard Control ($140 million) – The Budget includes $116 million for HUD's Lead Hazard Control Program competitive grants, $20 million for the Healthy Homes Initiative, and $4 million for Technical Studies. The Budget includes a provision that would allow the transfer of un-obligated balances and recaptured funds from undersubscribed competitive programs to other competitive programs experiencing oversubscription. HUD will be requesting authorizing language granting the Secretary authority to carry out investigations, administer oaths, and subpoena documents related to lead hazard investigations.
The Lead Hazard Control Grant Program provides grants of $1 million to $4 million to state and local governments and Indian tribes for control of lead-based paint hazards in low-income rental and owner-occupied housing. The grants are also designed to stimulate the development of a housing maintenance and rehabilitation workforce trained in lead-safe work practices and a certified hazard evaluation and control industry. In awarding grants, HUD promotes the use of new, low-cost approaches to hazard control that can be replicated across the nation. Newly established programmatic efficiency measures, such as mitigation cost estimates, will help HUD determine best practices and maximize resources. The Healthy Homes Initiative will enable the Department to assess and control housing-related hazards that contribute to childhood diseases and injuries. The initiative will demonstrate and evaluate methods for controlling two or more housing-related diseases through a single intervention. A public education/outreach effort designed to enable the public to prevent children's exposure to hazards will also be conducted through a competitive grant process.

The Office of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard Control will continue its Technical Support Program, which will include public education; support for state and local agencies; private property owners; HUD programs and field offices and professional organizations; technical studies to improve program policy and implementation; quality control to ensure that the evaluation and control of lead-based paint hazards is done properly in HUD-assisted housing; and development of standards, technical guidance, regulations and improved testing and hazard control methods.
Community Development Fund - The President’s budget requests $4.450 billion for the Community Development Fund, which is the account that includes the CDBG Formula Program. The budget proposes several set-asides under the Community Development Fund, including $150 million for a new Sustainable Communities Initiative intended to “improve coordination of transportation and housing investments.” There is also $25 million for a Rural Innovation Fund and $25 million for the University Community Fund.
CDBG (formula program) - The administration proposes $4.185 billion in funding for CDBG formula grants for FY 2010, a 15 percent increase over the FY 2009 enacted level.

Sustainable Communities Initiative - The objective of this $150 million initiative is improved coordination of transportation and housing investments that result in more regional and local sustainable development patterns, reduced greenhouse gas emissions, and more transit accessible housing choices for residents. These funds will stimulate more integrated regional planning to guide state, metropolitan, and local decisions, investments, and reforms in land use, transportation and housing. The initiative would have three components:

· $100 million in Regional Planning Grants, which will be a collaborative effort between HUD and the Department of Transportation (DOT). Eligible applicants would include metropolitan planning organizations and consortia of HUD formula block grant recipients, with an emphasis on recipients' capacity for long-term cross-jurisdictional partnerships, public and private engagement, and ability to integrate resources. 
· $40 million in Metropolitan Challenge Grants, which is a local complement to the broader regional plans to facilitate changes in local zoning and land use policy and practice. The objective is to provide incentives to encourage sustainable growth and reverse counter productive growth patterns that have evolved in many areas, and then to subsequently replicate these models. 
· $10 million for a joint HUD-DOT research effort designed to advance transportation and housing linkages. The research agenda includes tracking of housing and transportation expenditures by location; creating broader measures of affordability and metropolitan accessibility; evaluating location efficient mortgages and energy efficient mortgages; identifying best practices in transit-oriented development and those that respond to affordable housing needs; establishing standardized performance measures such as vehicle-miles traveled or location efficiency. It is expected that about $2 million of this set-aside will be used to evaluate this new initiative.

Rural Innovation Fund - These funds are provided to states through a competitive process to promote innovative and cost effective approaches to improving housing conditions in rural communities.

University Community Fund, which is also funded at $25 million. These funds serve to promote revitalization in communities surrounding the universities, with a renewed emphasis on energy conservation, homeownership training/counseling, and other community and economic development activities.
Housing Trust Fund - For the first time, the Budget provides $1 billion to capitalize a Housing Trust Fund that will help make significant advances in providing affordable housing options for targeted low-income families, thus addressing one of the most serious social and economic problems facing our society. The Affordable Housing Trust Fund will develop, rehabilitate and preserve affordable housing targeted to very low-income households. The funds will be awarded through formula-based allocations to states.
The Housing Trust Fund was originally authorized in the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (Pub. L. 110-289) under section 1338 of the Federal Housing Enterprises Financial Safety and Soundness Act of 1992 (12 U.S.C. 1301 et seq.) with a dedicated funding stream from assessments on Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac. However, the Federal Housing Finance Agency has indefinitely suspended these assessments. The Budget proposes to restore funding for the Housing Trust Fund through legislation directing $1 billion to finance the fund. The purpose of the Housing Trust Fund is to provide grants to states for use to increase and preserve the supply of rental housing for extremely low-income and very low-income families, including homeless families; and to increase homeownership for extremely low- and very low-income families. The funding will be distributed by formula to states or state-designated entities that will target resources to areas with substantial needs. The Housing Trust Fund will help address the growing shortage of affordable housing, which is one of the most serious social and economic problems facing the country. The funding will be used for production, preservation, and rehabilitation of rental housing and operating costs, and for production, preservation, and rehabilitation of housing for homeownership (limited to 10 percent of the funding). Over time, the funding provided for the Housing Trust Fund in 2010 is expected to produce approximately 29,000 rental units and 7,000 homebuyer units.
Hope VI (Choice Neighborhoods)- The administration proposes eliminating the HOPE VI program in favor of a new program called the Choice Neighborhoods Initiative that would provide competitive grants for the “transformation, rehabilitation, and replacement needs of both public and HUD-assisted housing” in addition to other purposes. The Choice Neighborhoods Initiative will provide $250 million in competitive grants to transform neighborhoods of extreme poverty into functioning, sustainable mixed-income neighborhoods with appropriate services, schools, public assets, transportation and access to jobs. The goal of the program is to demonstrate that concentrated and coordinated neighborhood investments from multiple sources can transform a distressed neighborhood and improve the quality of life of current and future residents. Choice Neighborhoods grants will primarily fund the preservation, rehabilitation and transformation of public and HUD-assisted housing. The program builds on the successes of public housing transformation under HOPE VI with a broader approach to concentrated poverty. Grantees will include not only public housing authorities but also local governments, nonprofits and for-profit developers. Grant funds can be used for resident and community services, community development and affordable housing activities in surrounding communities, and multifamily or single-family property disposition, including the conversion of these properties to affordable housing. The program will also implement rent and work incentives to help public and HUD-assisted housing residents access jobs and move to self-sufficiency.

Grantees will undertake comprehensive local planning with input from residents and the community. A strong emphasis will be placed on local community planning for school and educational improvements, including early childhood initiatives. Up to 10 percent of the appropriation will be used for planning grants to assist local partnerships to develop strong proposals for future fiscal year grant competitions. 
Housing Choice Voucher Program - The President’s budget requests a total of $17.836 billion for the Section 8 Tenant-based Voucher Program, including $16.189 billion for contract renewals. The renewal request is an increase over the $15.034 billion provided for renewals in the FY 2009 omnibus appropriations bill. The Administration also states plans to work with Congress to introduce legislative reforms to improve the program so that more families are assisted. The administration also states that it will revise the regulations that govern the voucher program, including improving the Housing Quality Standards, and develop a new methodology for evaluating the PHA inspection process; and implement an improved Section 8 Management Assessment Program to ensure strengthened oversight, quality control, and performance metrics for the program.
Public Housing Capital Fund - The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (P.L. 111-5) provided $4 billion for the Public Housing Capital Fund. HUD has already awarded nearly $3 billion by formula that will help reduce the backlog of capital needs and will award the remaining $1 billion by competition this year for energy efficient, green communities, and other priority investments. 
Neighborhood Stabilization Program - The Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) was authorized by the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA) and funded at $3.92 billion. In response to the foreclosure crisis, HERA directed HUD to develop a formula to distribute the funds to states and local governments with the greatest need. To determine the areas with the greatest need, the allocation formula had to be based on home foreclosures, subprime loans, and mortgage defaults or delinquencies. Grantees may use NSP funds for a number of eligible activities, including establish financing mechanisms, purchase and rehabilitate abandoned or foreclosed properties, establish land banks, demolish blighted structures, and redevelop vacant or demolished property. NSP grantees must use at least 25 percent of the funds appropriated for the purchase and redevelopment of abandoned or foreclosed residential properties that will be used to house individuals or families whose incomes do not exceed 50 percent of the area median income. In addition, all activities funded by NSP must benefit low- and moderate-income persons whose income does not exceed 120 percent of area median income.
HUD made direct NSP allocations to 309 jurisdictions, including all 50 states, Puerto Rico and the Insular Areas. HERA was enacted on July 30, 2008 and HUD announced approval of all NSP plans by mid-March 2009. Pursuant to HERA, grantees will have 18 months from the date funds are made available to obligate the funds, meaning that all obligations and substantial disbursements are expected by the end of 2010.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) made several changes to the NSP Program as enacted by HERA and appropriated an additional $2 billion in funding for the NSP Program under Community Development Block Grants (CDBG).

The ARRA funding for NSP ($2 billion) will be reflected under CDBG and will be distributed by competition pursuant to ARRA and will be open to states, local governments, non-profit organizations, and consortia of non-profits.

Energy Innovation Fund – The objective of the Energy Innovation Fund is to provide support for promising local initiatives that can be replicated across the nation and to stimulate and enhance private investment in cost-saving energy efficiency retrofits of existing housing, through improved use of FHA single-family and multifamily mortgage products. 
First, the Local Initiatives Fund will address the broader housing market, both single and multi-family, by leveraging private sector (utility and other third party) financing to stimulate the development of model residential energy efficiency retrofit initiatives in specific markets. The fund will support promising models that are being initiated at the local level, and help expand them to additional markets. These local models can be tailored to local needs, climate conditions and building types, and can leverage utility, private foundation or bank financing in ways that are difficult to do at a national level. 

In the single-family housing sector, FHA’s Energy Efficient Mortgage (EEM) in its current form has had little traction in the marketplace, with no more than 1,000 such mortgages insured each year. The Energy Innovation Fund will be used to develop an EEM Innovation pilot program. In developing the EEM Innovation, HUD will consider several options for financial incentives. HUD also may use a portion of the Energy Innovation Fund to finance the cost of energy audits, to the extent that this expense may be a barrier to some borrowers securing an EEM. HUD will also explore a federal partnership with national home energy rating organizations to streamline energy audit procedures, and with an emerging home performance remodeling industry to ensure quality installation of recommended energy conservation measures.

Finally, HUD will develop a Multifamily Energy Pilot (MEP), which may include financial incentives for borrowers in the following FHA Multifamily programs: Mortgage Insurance for Supplemental Loans for Multifamily Projects, Section 241(a); Mortgage Insurance for Purchase or Refinancing of Existing Multifamily Rental Housing, Section 223(f); and Mortgage Insurance for Rental and Cooperative Housing, Sections 221(d)(3) and 221(d)(4). The MEP program will target property owners and developers seeking energy efficiency improvements in multifamily rehabilitation projects.
